Enter the surreal subterranean world of
shiny white stalagmites shaped by millions of years and millions of
drops of water in the Postojna Cave. See the baby dragons (Olms)
who call the caves home - in the mysterious underground caverns
of Slovenia. Continue to Opatja for two nights.
